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The papers of George W. Sutton Jr. were deposited in the Dwight D. Eisenhower Library by his
wife lone Ulrich Sutton in October 1996.

Mrs. lone Sutton signed an instrument of gift for the papers on October 27, 1996. Literary rights
in the unpublished writings of George W. Sutton Jr. in this collection and in all other collections
of papers received by the National Archives have been donated to the public. Under terms of the
instrument of gift, the following classes of items are withheld from research use:

1. Papers which constitute an invasion of personal privacy or a libel of a living person.

2. Papers which are required to be kept secret in the interest of national defense or
foreign policy and are properly classified.



SCOPE AND CONTENT NOTE

George W. Sutton Jr., a magazine editor of New Rochelle, New York, served in the New York
National Guard during 1916 and 1917. He served on the Mexican border as a corporal and was
later commissioned an officer. In 1917 he became a captain and commanded Battery A of the
First Field Artillery. In April 1918 he joined the National Army and was sent to Camp Colt near
Gettysburg, Pennsylvania, as a 2™ Lieutenant in the 332" Battalion of the Tank Corps. At Camp
Colt he met Dwight D. Eisenhower who was involved with training tank units. In September
1918 Sutton was sent to France where he served as adjutant of the 332™ Battalion. In November
1918, because of his experience as an editor, he was transferred to the Information Section of the
Air Service where he assisted in collecting material for a history of the U.S. Air Service in
France. He returned to the U.S. and was discharged in March 1919.

The papers of George Sutton consist primarily of orders, reports, correspondence and
memorabilia concerning his military service. Most of the material is arranged chronologically.
Files on specific subjects are filed at the end of the collection. Of particular interest is a file on a
Simplex car that Sutton used at Camp Colt in 1918. Sutton became involved in a dispute over the
car’s ownership, and Dwight D. Eisenhower submitted a report on the mechanical condition of
the car.
