DDE and Nikita Khrushchev: Khrushchev’s visit to the U.S., 1959; Khrushchev’s 
respect for DDE; the abortive Paris Summit of 1960; Khrushchev’s desire for détente, 
and DDE’s scheduled visit to Russia.
